Any outstanding No Contact Order entered in this case number is hereby rescinded as to this case number only. 

Iowa Code Section 901C.1 allows a defendant to file a motion to request that a dismissed case be expunged from the Clerk of Court’s public records.  Before the expungement may be granted, all of the following must be true: 

1. All charges in the case are dismissed.
1. At least 180 days have passed since the case was dismissed or the defendant proves, and the court finds, good cause to expunge the records sooner.
1. The dismissal was not based on a finding that the defendant was incompetent to stand trial nor was the defendant found not guilty by reason of insanity.
1. All court costs, fees, or other financial obligations ordered by the court have been paid.
