	Defendant PLEADS GUILTY to the offense set out above.  The Court has reviewed the signed petition to plead guilty and considered the statements of the Defendant.  The Court finds the Defendant understands the charge, the penal consequences and the constitutional rights being waived.  Based on the statements of the Defendant, statements of the prosecutor, and the Minutes of testimony accepted as true by the Defendant and considered by the Court, the plea has a factual basis and is knowingly, voluntarily and intelligently made.  DEFENDANTS PLEA IS ACCEPTED. ##

	Defendant SEEKS IMMEDIATE SENTENCING and waives time before sentencing and a presentence investigation report.##
	Defendant APPEARS FOR SENTENCING having previously pled guilty to the offense set out above.##

	Defendant was found guilty  following a trial to the Court  by a trial jury.

On inquiry, no legal cause has been shown to prevent sentencing on this date.  Defendant was given an opportunity to speak in mitigation of the sentence.  The following sentence is based on all of the available SENTENCING CONSIDERATIONS set out in Iowa Code Section 907.5.  The court finds the following factors the most significant in determining this particular sentence:

JUDGMENT IS DEFERRED.  The Court Orders the Clerk of Court to expunge Defendant’s record in this matter and any other related dismissed charges resulting in the deferred judgment upon successful completion of all terms of probation and discharge from probation and when all financial obligations are paid in full.  Defendant shall pay a $ 1250 civil penalty which is due immediately and is considered delinquent after 30 days.  Defendant shall participate in, cooperate with, pay for and complete the OWI 1st program.  Defendant shall pick up the information packet for this program in Room B40 of the courthouse, pay all program fees and complete the program within 90 days of this order.

	The Court waives $625.00  $      of the fine imposed pursuant to 321J.2(a)(2), the Code as Defendant now has a temporary restricted license.##

Defendant is placed on probation beginning from the date of this order, or, if a term of incarceration is imposed, immediately upon defendant’s release from custody, for a period of one year to be supervised by the Department of Correctional Services (DCS).  The length of probation is based on the sentencing considerations set out above.  The level of supervision shall be determined by DCS.  Defendant is to comply with all term of probation as set forth herein and any terms imposed by DCS as required by the Intermediate Criminal Sanctions Program.  Defendant is ordered to obey all federal, state or city laws or ordinances while on probation. Defendant is to notify his/her probation supervisor immediately upon any arrest or change of address.  Defendant shall pay any probation administration fees.  A violation of this paragraph or this order is a violation of probation.  This probation is subject to revocation by the Court under Iowa Code Chapter 908, on notice and an opportunity for hearing and a finding that the Defendant has failed to fairly live within the terms of probation and the law.  Such a finding may result in revocation of probation and incarceration or a finding of Contempt of Court under Iowa Code Section 665.4 for which Defendant could receive up to six months in jail, a $500 fine, or both. 

Defendant is ordered to report to Room B40 of the Polk County Courthouse immediately following sentencing to enter into a probation agreement. If the probation office is closed, Defendant shall report to Room B40 by 10:00 a.m. of the next business day.

Defendant has received a substance abuse evaluation.  If a recommendation was received, Defendant shall pay for, cooperate with and complete the recommended programming.  Defendant shall begin within 30 days of this order. Defendant shall file proof of compliance and completion with his/her probation officer.

	Pursuant to Iowa Code Section 815.9(5), if the Defendant is receiving court appointed legal assistance, the Court finds upon inquiry, review of the case file and any other information provided by the parties, the Defendant has the reasonable ability to pay       restitution of fees and costs in the amount approved by the State Public Defender or $       whichever is less.##

	Defendant is ordered to complete       hours of community service within       days of the date of this order.  Defendant shall sign up for community service at the time of entering into the probation agreement.##
	Pursuant to the plea agreement and upon the recommendation of the State, the following counts/cases are dismissed:      . Defendant is ordered to participate in, cooperate with and complete a VORP session with each victim who so desires, including the victims of any dismissed charges, to discuss the crime, restitution amounts, and/or to establish a restitution payment plan.  If victim restitution amounts are not determined/ resolved in the VORP, the State may file an application for restitution and a supplemental restitution order may follow.  Defendant is ordered to call 286-3057 within three working days of this Order or release from jail to register for the VORP.  DEFENDANT SHALL NOT BE DISCHARGED FROM PROBATION UNTIL ANY RESTITUTION DUE IS PAID IN FULL.
