COME NOW the parties and to state to the court that we hereby stipulate and agree to the following: 

1. The Defendant states and agrees as follows:
a. I understand that I have a right to a speedy trial.  By my signature below, I waive and give up my right to a speedy trial. 
b. I want to have this case continued for eight weeks because I believe I can get a valid driver’s license or temporary restricted license in my name in that period of time.  I hereby ask that my case be continued. 
c. The prosecutor has agreed below that if I get my license in that period of time, the State will recommend that the Driving While Barred charge against me will be dismissed.  I understand that a judge – and not the prosecutor – will make the final decision about whether to grant a dismissal. 
d. In order to help me get the continuance I want, the State has agreed to join in my request for a continuance. 
e. In exchange for the State’s agreement to join in my request for a continuance, I agree that if I do not have a driver’s license or temporary restricted license in hand at my next scheduled court date in this case, for whatever reason, I will enter a guilty plea to the charge of Driving While Barred.  I will not request another continuance.  I agree there will be no exceptions made to this agreement. 
2. The State states and agrees as follows:
a. At the defendant’s request, and in exchange for defendant’s agreement set out above, I join in the defendant’s request for a continuance. 
b. If the defendant appears at the next scheduled court date with a valid driver’s license or temporary restricted license in defendant’s name, in hand, I will recommend the Driving While Barred charge be dismissed. 
3. Both parties state and agree as follows:
a. If a court determines that there is probable cause to believe that the defendant has committed any new crime between today’s date and the next scheduled court date, the State is not bound by the agreement to request dismissal of this case.  
b. If the defendant pleads guilty as agreed upon in section 1(e) above the parties will be free to argue for any legal sentence or disposition of this case. 

WHEREFORE the parties hereby stipulate and agree to the matters set out above.
